Help us improve the accuracy of radio transcripts 

Radio 'transcripts' on FPinfomart are generated using computer generated speech-to-

text technology. This technology allows us to offer the complete contents of the 50 

monitored channels, as well as have the content online quickly. However, because 

the transcripts are generated automatically by computer, there can be unintended 

transcription 'errors'. More information on the transcription errors can be found on 

our blog.  

 

We are embarking on a new project which will create a dictionary of commonly-

encountered auto-transcription errors. This dictionary will allow us to translate them 

to the correct text before presenting them to you. We are soliciting your assistance in 

populating this dictionary. If you encounter a transcription issue, please e-mail the 

example to our Product Manager, Jennifer Stein to have it added to the dictionary.

Please note, this dictionary will be helpful for consistent mis-transcriptions, but will 

not help with one-time errors due to poor sound quality, or punctuation issues.
